By bringing these three categories of people together to interface, to discuss
and to exchange their perspectives and experiences, it is hoped that this process will
result in a deeper understanding of the evolution, complexity, and policy implication
of  the  issues  of  concern  and that  this  will  consequently  help African government.
Hence capacity  at  a  more substantive  level  is  thus enhanced – amongst  the three
categories.  This capacity  based on substantive research findings goes beyond mere
understanding. It includes discussions of strategies and policy options for deepening
democratic governance and other policy areas.

Events

The workshop  on  the  Launch  of  Phase  2  of  RECINET and SAINET Regional
Integration, Governance and APRM Projects was held in Nairobi on 14th-15th March
2005. The workshop was organized jointly by DPMF and CGD under the project of
Ford  Foundation’s  Special  Initiative  for  Africa  (SIA)  on  promoting  regional

cooperation  for  deepening  regional  integration, supporting  and  monitoring  the
NEPAD-APRM in Eastern and Southern Africa.



The workshop to discuss research proposals  on Pastoral  Conflicts  in East  African

region was held at the United Nations Conference Center in Addis Ababa, Ethiopia
on the 14th and 15th April 2005. The workshop drew participants from civil society,
academics, policy makers, researchers and practitioners in the area of pastoralism and
conflict in general. Case studied was from the following countries: Ethiopia, Kenya,
Somalia, Sudan and Uganda. Five researchers will embark on research in the above-
mentioned countries. The time frame for the research is 13 months and the expected
date of completing the research project is 15th June 2006.

IDEA-DPMF Research Project on Political Parties in five Eastern African Countries:
Ethiopia, Tanzania, Uganda, Sudan and Kenya, was held from May to August 2005.
The objective of this Research Project is the collection of data on the internal and
external  environment,  which governs the way in which political  parties function in
those  five  countries.  The  Research  Project  collected  also  data  regarding  only  the
external environment of countries like Somalia, Djibouti, Seychelles, Madagascar, and
Eritrea.
 
Another objective of the program is to assist in developing and strengthening political
parties so they perform as effective actors of democratization and good governance.
The program will emphasize on what is needed to be done in order to be trusted by
voters, and will remind the political parties that they are there to respond to the public
needs and concerns.  The same program will  insist  on the way the ruling  party  is
supposed to collaborate with the opposition parties for a transparency government

The  establishment  of  African  Management  Development  Institutes  Network
(AMDIN) was launched on the 25 – 26 August 2005. This program was created to
respond to the challenges that confront Management Development Institutes (MDIs),
which contribute to their sustainability.  
The overriding intended impact is also to ensure that Public Administrators at senior
levels  in  all  governments  have  the  knowledge  and  skills  to  function  in  a  global
environment and can serve to establish capable public sector institution to implement
the program of their governments and the program of NEPAD and the AU.

The  APRM  &  Regional  Integration  EAC  and  SADC  workshop  on  Phase  II  of
RECINET & SAINET projects was held in Nairobi, Kenya on the 2 –3 November
2005.
The workshop was organized jointly by DPMF and CGD under a project of Ford
Foundation’s Special Initiative for Africa (SIA) on promoting regional cooperation for
democratic governance.
The specific objectives of the program include Civil Society networking for deepening
regional integration, Supporting and Monitoring the NEPAD-APRM in Eastern and
Southern Africa.



IDEA-DPMF workshop on Political Parties in Five Eastern Africa countries will be
held in Mombasa, , Kenya from the 15th – 16th December 2005. 

The African Parliamentarians Consultative Meeting on Darfur will be held in Addis
Ababa, Ethiopia in February 2006.
The  meeting  will  sensitize  the  Parliaments  of  African  countries,  Pan-African
Parliament  in South Africa,  and the Regional  Parliaments  in African blocs on the
developments in Darfur. And the key objective would be to identify what actions the
three  different  type  of  Parliament  would  wish  to  take  on  the  issues  that  the
humanitarian situation poses as a challenge to governance and democratic principles.

The DPMF Annual Conference: Theme Civil Society, Governance and Integration in
Africa will be held in Addis Ababa, Ethiopia from the 26-29 March 2006.
